We are dependant on water for transportation, commerce, 
food, minerals, power, employment, recreation and our 
quality of life. One third of our country's gross domestic 
product is transported by water. As such, the health of our 
economy is dependant upon water transportation.  
 
The Navy League of Canada maintains an abiding interest 
in our offshore industries, the condition of the marine 
environment and a combat-capable Navy to protect our 
interests. In 2003, we launched a discussion paper 
entitled “Canada : An Incomplete Maritime Nation”.  
 
This document critically examines four key aspects of 
Canada's maritime dimension: National Security; Oceans 
Management; The Shipping Industry and Industrial
